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PRIMARY SCHOOL FREE BREAKFAST

Background

The Welsh Assembly Government made a commitment to provide for all
children of primary school age registered in maintained primary schools in
Wales to have a free, healthy breakfast at school each day.

This scheme is intended to improve the health and concentration of children to assist in the raising of standards of learning and attainment, and will seek to involve parents / guardians. It is not intended to replace breakfast already
provided by parents/ guardians, but to allow all those children, who for
whatever reason have not had breakfast at home, to have one in school.

Planning
We have introduced this initiative in Ysgol Gwaelod y Garth School. To help you decide whether you would want your child to attend the sessions we have enclosed a question and answer sheet, which will give you an idea of how these sessions may operate.

What do you have to do?

If you would like your child(ren) to attend the breakfast sessions when they
start you must complete the attached form and return to the school. If we do
not receive a response we will assume that you do not want your child(ren) to
attend the breakfast sessions. Please note a free breakfast is not a right.
Schools can refuse entry to any children on the grounds of unacceptable
behaviour.


Opening Times:
Monday to Friday from 8.15am. Term time only.
Breakfast stops being served at 8.30am. 
INSET Days:
Breakfast club will not operate on staff development days
Admissions:
The club is fully inclusive for children from Nursery to Year 6. Any parent/guardian with a child that has any additional or special needs should record these on the membership form. This is so that any child can be appropriately welcomed into the club.
Location of Breakfast Club:
They are held in the dining hall. The equipment and foods are kept in the School’s cooking room. Staff ensure that all areas are left clean and tidy at the end of the session.
Behaviour:
The School Policy and Rules with regard to behaviour are followed to ensure consistency for the children at the breakfast club.
If a child continually behaves badly the school reserves the right to withdraw the place.
Staffing:
Breakfast Club is supervised by:
Trish – Breakfast club lead; Lynsey, Fiona and Alison. 
They work together to ensure that the children have activities to occupy themselves with. They organise the cleaning of all of the equipment required to run the breakfast club and prepare the food.
Routine:
· Children should enter Breakfast Club via the hall entrance 
· Children should register
· They will choose their breakfast food.
· Once they have eaten, they will clear their own cup and plate away from the eating tables and take them to be washed up by a member of staff.
· During their time at the club they will have the choice of colouring activities in which they may wish to participate.
· Children use the hall toilets.
· Children will help tidy up equipment at the end of the club.
· The staff will then supervise the children to the yard where members of staff are on duty.
Parental and Pupil Feedback:
The school values any parental or pupil opinions and welcome feedback about how the club is run. Please talk to staff or make an appointment to speak to the Headteacher.
Complaints Procedure:
All complaints in writing by a parent regarding the breakfast club will follow the school complaints procedure.
Fire Procedures:
In the event of a fire, children and staff will follow the normal school procedures, leaving the building calmly via the closest exit. They will congregate on the school’s playground in a line.
The club’s register for the day will be called and all names will be checked.
There will be a fire practice in accordance with the School’s emergency fire and evacuation policy
Equal Opportunities:
Breakfast club will take positive steps to ensure that provision is made for a safe, caring and welcoming environment, which promotes and reflects cultural and social diversity and is equally accessible to all. All children and their families with be treated with equal concern and value.
Safeguarding:
In accordance with Safeguarding arrangements, all staff involved in the running of the Breakfast Club will have current DBS clearance. Breakfast club staff will follow existing school policies and procedures for child protection and the code of conduct.
Accidents:
Accidents will be treated by a trained first aider and the accident will be recorded in the accident book. Breakfast club will follow the school’s first aid policy.
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
